Michael Nicholson

Eight months after arriving at the National Naval Medical Center, Sgt. Michael 
Nicholson was greeted by thousands of supporters when he returned home to 
Tampa, Florida. At his church, he spoke to the crowd, “I just want to ask for 
one more thing, please pray for the guys still in Afghanistan. Pray for the ones 
who didn’t make it back.”

Sgt. Michael Nicholson was on combat foot patrol in Afghanistan when he was 
injured by an improvised explosive device (IED), causing him to lose both legs 
and his left arm. Despite his personal trauma, Michael says he was awestruck 
by his hometown’s support, “They have done so much for me. I wish I could do 
something for them.”

After almost two years at Walter Reed, Mike retired from the Marine Corps in 
April 2013 and moved back to Tampa where he enthusiastically received his 
smart home. He had been intimately involved in the design and layout of the 
home to help maximize accessibility that would provide him the independence 
he deserves.

On July 10, 2010,  just three weeks after arriving in Afghanistan, Corey Kent, 

while on patrol, stepped on an improvised explosive device (IED). As a result, 

Corey suffered the loss of both his legs and all �ngers from his left hand. 

Since the explosion, he has endured three years of surgeries and hundreds of 

procedures, along with months of grueling physical therapy.

A favorite interest of Corey's is his love for cars and his specially out�tted car. 

After nearly dying on the battle�eld, Corey's goal to return to his hometown, 

Cape Coral, Florida came true, and that is where he plans to live.

Corey Kent’s smart home in Cape Coral was 
completed on Sept 11, 2016 and Mike Nichol-
son’s smart home in Tampa was completed in 
January of 2014

SGT EASLEY and SFC KENWORTHY were both severely 
injured in Afghanistan. Sgt Easley’s legs were amputated 
above the knee and his hand sustained multiple injuries 
including two amputated fingers. SFC Kenworthy suffered  
a severe spinal injury and is a quadriplegic. 
Their smart homes will be built in here in FLORIDA.

Early in 2012, Army SGT Robert Easley, Jr. and his unit, the 787th EOD, 3rd 
Explosive Ordnance, were deployed to southern Afghanistan in support of 
Operation Enduring Freedom. 

On October 15, 2012, his mission was to support the 1st Battalion, 23rd 
Infantry Regiment’s effort to defeat the Taliban. While conducting operations 
as an Explosive Ordnance Disposal technician, SGT Easley stepped on an 
improvised explosive device (IED). He lost both legs above the knee, and 
sustained multiple injuries to his right hand including partial amputation of 
his pointer, middle, and index �ngers, a sliced tendon on his pinky, and large 
wounds on the palm and top of his hand.

SGT Easley, who grew up in Carlisle, Pa., spent considerable time in the 
hospital and underwent 15 months of bone lengthening surgical procedures to 
increase his chances of walking on prosthetics.   

The smart home to be built for Easley and his wife Megan in Niceville, Florida 
is in the planning stage.
